Rationale:  
The screening requirement passed by the Board on August 3, 2005, requires all employees of homes to 
have background screening clearances prior to caring for children.  
 
Large family child care providers brought to staff’s attention the unintended consequences of requiring 
the same background screening time frame for employees as other child care personnel.  The steady 
growth in the number of large family child care homes has made staff realize the hardship on the 
provider and potential employee to wait the approximate two to four months for the background 
clearance before the employee can begin to work in the provider’s home. 
 
Note: Providers must complete an employment history check (2 years and last 3 jobs); employees are 

required to complete an Affidavit of Good Moral Character prior to working with children. 
 
Implementation Date: February 7, 2007 
 
Staff recommendation: To allow employees to work in a family day care home or large family child care 
home under the observation and supervision of the operator while awaiting background screening 
clearance.

In February 1992, the License Board approved the use of fines as a negative sanction against 
owners/operators of Children’s Centers and Family Day Care Homes when noncompliance is observed.  
This is part of the Enforcement Plan.  Licensees were notified in December 1992, that effective 
February 1, 1993, a fine would be imposed on centers and homes when there is a failure to correct 
noncompliance or when children are found to be in imminent danger.  Family Day Care Providers with 
pools were advised of fines for pool violations in July 1992, and pool fines have been levied since 
August 1, 1992.   

  a. Class I Violations: Are the most serious in nature and could result or do result in death or 
serious harm to the health, safety and well-being of a child and include, but are not 
limited to, overt abuse and negligence related to the operation and maintenance of a 
children’s center/family day care home.  Class I violations shall be penalized by a fine 
not less than $100 nor more than $500 per day for each violation.  A fine shall be 
imposed for a Class I violation for every day that the violation occurred whether or not 
corrective action is completed by the owner or operator within the time established by 
the License Board.  The amount of the fine will be based on the nature and severity of 
the violation, and repetition of the violation. 

  b. Class II Violations: Are serious in nature but do not pose an immediate threat to the 
health, safety and well-being of a child but could reasonably be expected to cause harm 
within ninety (90) days (for example, a leaking roof that could collapse) and include 
those conditions or occurrences related to the operation and maintenance of a children’s 
center/family day care home, other than Class I violations.  Class II violations shall be 
penalized by a fine not less than $50 nor more than $100 per day for each violation.  The 
fine will be levied for every day that the violation occurred, if uncorrected within the time 
frame specified by the License Board or for repeated occurrences of this violation.  The 
amount of the fine will be based on the nature and severity of the violation, repetition of 
the violation, and actions of the facility to correct the violation. 

  c. Class III Violations: Are the least serious in nature and pose no threat to the health, 
safety, and well-being of a child and include those conditions or occurrences related to 
the operation and maintenance of the children’s center/family day care home other 
than Class I or Class II violations.  Class III violations shall be penalized by a fine not 
less than $25 nor more than $50 per day for each violation.  The fine will be up to $50 
per day per violation.  The fine will be levied for every day that the violation occurred, if 
uncorrected within the time frame specified by the License Board or for repeated 
occurrences of this violation.  The amount of the fine will be based on the nature of the 
violation, repetition of the violation, and actions of the children’s center/family day 
care home to correct the violation.  A violation is noncompliance with any provision of 
Licensing Regulations. 

  d. Other: In addition, the License Board shall set and levy a fine or impose any other 
penalty authorized by law for each violation which cannot be classified as a Class I, II or 
III violation up to the maximum authorized by law.  No fines shall be imposed for a 
violation in this category which the owner or operator corrects within the time established 
by the License Board.

 L. LOCAL BILL #13-164A-07 EXTENDED CHILD CARE 
 
On January 4, 2007, the Pinellas Delegation voted unanimously to support the Jones/Anderson local 
bill for extended child care.  If passed, the 12-hour care limit for children in family day care homes, large 
family child care homes, and children’s centers will be eliminated regardless of the licensee’s licensing 
history.   
 
 
 
 M. RECOMMENDATION FOR AMENDMENT TO BYLAWS 
 
During the yearly Bylaws review, it was discovered the Government in the Sunshine Law was not 
included.  Staff recommends adding the following language to Article VI – Meetings: 
 
Government in the Sunshine: 
All meetings of the Board and Board committees shall be held in accordance with Government in the 
Sunshine Law.  Sunshine rules apply to both Board and Advisory Committee members. 
 
Article X – Amendments of the Bylaws require notice of proposed change be given to Board one month 
in advance.  Therefore, Board action on this item will occur at the next regularly scheduled meeting on
