licensed [The article in Connection (Winter/Spring 2007) was
misquoted; the article stated that “Historically, over seventy
percent (70%) of “school readiness” children in Pinellas
County have chosen child care sites that are not only licensed,
but have also agreed to contract with Coordinated Child Care
of Pinellas, Inc.”].

Advocacy Policy

Advocacy as it refers to the Pinellas County License Board means
protecting and promoting the health, safety, and mental development
of children cared for in children’s centers and family day care homes.

As a regulatory agency, the License Board advocates for children by
using its statutory authority to:
- Enforce regulations to ensure safe child care environments for

children.
Promulgate and adopt rules to improve protection to further
reduce the risk of harm to children.
Provide support services such as technical assistance, in-service
training, and consultation as requested and as available to
improve child care.
Work cooperatively with other organizations and agencies on
issues involving children’s centers and family day care homes.
Budget adequate resources annually to carry out the mission of

the agency.

Public Comment: Shirley Lynn Gibson, 8697 78" Avenue North, Largo, FL
33777; topic — background screening requirements for
employees and substitutes; wait time for clearances.

Response: Ms. Tamanini responded that the substitute for the provider

must have the same qualifications as the provider. Employee
must be supervised and observed by the provider or provider’'s
substitute prior to background screening clearance.
Fingerprint documents are mailed to the Department of
Children and Families (Department) within two business days
of receipt. Attorney Pemberton noted procedural change of
the Department could be reason for delay in clearance letters.
