 1. Sign-up in person with the Recording Secretary or designee prior to the start of the meeting to comment 

on specific action item(s).  
 2. Citizens wishing to comment on more than one agenda item, excluding items scheduled for Public

· Provide support services such as technical assistance, in-service 

training, and consultation as requested and as available to 
improve child care. 

· Work cooperatively with other organizations and agencies on 
issues involving children’s centers and family day care homes.  

· Budget adequate resources annually to carry out the mission of 
the agency.

Attorney Pemberton noted procedural change of 
the Department could be reason for delay in clearance letters.
