Chapter 61-2681, amended by Chapter 70-893, Laws of Florida, Section 19 requires that Board make
appointments to the Advisory Committee.

In June 2003, the Board approved the rewording of Section 19 as follows:

The License Board shall appoint a committee to serve in an advisory capacity. Such committee shall
consist of three (3) operators in good standing, representing privately operated children’s centers,
school age centers, and faith-based children’s centers and two (2) other persons qualified by
education and experience in the field of early childhood education. The License Board shall consult
with the committee before changing rules and regulations and in matters dealing with policy.

Terri holds a Director Credential and is a member of the National Association for the Education of Young
Children, the Southern Early Childhood Association, and the Pinellas Early Childhood Association.

Ms. Sullivan has been working many years in the early childhood field with and for young children and
since 1993 has held positions such as Provider Consultant and Therapeutic Case Manager with Project
Challenge, Early Intervention Specialist, and Counselor/Therapist. Ms. Sullivan has provided educational
presentations to early childhood professionals and to medical personnel regarding the care of ill children.
Her publications include “Home Care for Seriously [l Children: A Manual for Parents” and “Interdisciplinary
Clinical Manual for Pediatric Hospice and Palliative Care”, both published by Children’s Hospice
International. Her professional affiliations include: NAEYC, Florida Association for Infant Mental Health,
Children’s Hospice International, and American Playtherapy Association.

In February 1992, the License Board approved the use of fines as a negative sanction against
owners/operators of Children's Centers and Family Day Care Homes when noncompliance is observed.
This is part of the Enforcement Plan. Licensees were notified in December 1992, that effective
February 1, 1993, a fine would be imposed on centers and homes when there is a failure to correct
noncompliance or when children are found to be in imminent danger. Family Day Care Providers with
pools were advised of fines for pool violations in July 1992, and pool fines have been levied since
August 1, 1992,

(a) Class | Violations: Are the most serious in nature and could result or do result in death or
serious harm to the health, safety and well-being of a child and include, but are not limited to,
overt abuse and negligence related to the operation and maintenance of a children’s
center/family day care home. Class | violations shall be penalized by a fine not less than $100
nor more than $500 per day for each violation. A fine shall be imposed for a Class | violation
for every day that the violation occurred whether or not corrective action is completed by the
owner or operator within the time established by the License Board. The amount of the fine will
be based on the nature and severity of the violation, and repetition of the violation.

(b) Class Il Violations: Are serious in nature but do not pose an immediate threat to the health,
safety and well-being of a child but could reasonably be expected to cause harm within ninety
(90) days (for example, a leaking roof that could collapse) and include those conditions or
occurrences related to the operation and maintenance of a children’s center/family day care
home, other than Class | violations. Class Il violations shall be penalized by a fine not less
than $50 nor more than $100 per day for each violation. The fine will be levied for every day
that the violation occurred, if uncorrected within the time frame specified by the License Board
or for repeated occurrences of this violation. The amount of the fine will be based on the
nature and severity of the violation, repetition of the violation, and actions of the facility to
correct the violation.

(c) Class Il Violations: Are the least serious in nature and pose no threat to the health, safety and
well-being of a child and include those conditions or occurrences related to the operation and
maintenance of the children’s center/family day care home other than Class | or Class Il
violations. Class lll violations shall be penalized by a fine not less than $25 nor more than $50
per day for each violation. The fine will be up to $50 per day per violation. The fine will be
levied for every day that the violation occurred, if uncorrected within the time frame specified by
the License Board or for repeated occurrences of this violation. The amount of the fine will be
based on the nature of the violation, repetition of the violation, and actions of the children’s
center/family day care home to correct the violation. A violation is noncompliance with any
provision of Licensing Regulations.

(d) Other: In addition, the License Board shall set and levy a fine or impose any other penalty
authorized by law for each violation which cannot be classified as a Class |, 1l or Il violation up
to the maximum authorized by law. No fines shall be imposed for a violation in this category
which the owner or operator corrects within the time established by the License Board.

N. REPORT TO BOARD REGARDING THE DISTRIBUTION OF | NFORMATION FOR PARENTS

At Board's request, staff contacted Coordinated Child Care of Pinellas, Inc.’s Resource and Referral office
to obtain information on the materials distributed to assist parents in selecting child care. The Early Care
and Education Guide is placed in OB/GYN and pediatrician offices. Materials are also distributed at
community events and fairs. When a parent calls for a referral, they are mailed additional information
such as A Family Guide For Selecting Quality Early Learning Programs. Both publications will be
distributed at the meeting.

O. STAFF RESPONSE REGARDING PUBLIC COMMENTS

Educare of Palm Harbor

At the May 2, 2007 meeting, providers commented they were concerned that there was no director for
Educare of Palm Harbor. In fact, a director had been approved for this center who met all qualifications
and was in the process of receiving her Director Credential. She has since received the credential.

Percentage of Compliance

At the same meeting, a provider commented that the percentage of compliance figure included on the
state’s compliance report for centers should also be for homes. The LB has chosen not to include the
compliance percentage for homes because it doesn’t represent a true picture. It's based solely on
numbers — e.g. compliance for children’s records in a center may be 99% or 99 records out of 100 were in
compliance; for a family day care home with an enroliment of 5 children, each noncompliance for
children’s records reduces the percentage by 20%.

Unlicensed Care Advertising
Craig’s list is an internet classified advertising service. Child care advertisements are included.

Since June 2006, staff has been following up on complaints against persons advertising for childcare on
Craig’s list. The majority of staff's attempts to reply to posters have been denied. Therefore, staff's follow
through is primarily limited to only those advertisements containing telephone numbers. Initially, two
situations not containing telephone numbers were referred to the State Attorney.

Due to the number of advertisements requiring licensure (May 17- 29, 2007, 8 of the 10 Pinellas listings
required licensure) and increased complaints from licensed providers, on May 17, staff posted information
regarding family day care licensing requirements on Craig’s list. Staff posts the information every 45 days.
The site will not accept more frequent postings.

Staff frequently monitors the site and is finding a gradual decrease in the number of situations requiring
licensure. From June 11-25, 2007, there were 19 ads, of those, 3 would require licensure.

Occupational Licenses
At the June 19, 2007, Board meeting, Provider Anne Brooks reported that the City of Safety Harbor
reduced a family day care home provider’s capacity to four children.

Staff contacted Safety Harbor's Code Enforcement unit for clarification and was advised that the city code
specifies that a family day care home be restricted to four (4) or fewer children. The code does include
provision for providers to appear before the Zoning and Planning Board to request a variance for
increasing capacity. Attorney Pemberton also reported that unless an area is so perversely regulated by
the state that a county or municipality is preempted, counties and municipalities are free to enact
legislation which is more restrictive than state law. It appears that Safety Harbor has exercised that
prerogative.

Staff discussed the matter with the affected provider before and after contacting the city.

Occupational Licenses — continued

License Board files reflect that through the years the following municipalities have contacted staff
regarding occupational licenses for family day care homes: Belleair Bluffs, Dunedin, Gulfport, Largo, Palm
Harbor, Pinellas Park, Safety Harbor, and St. Petersburg. Periodically, with exception of St. Petersburg,
the aforementioned municipalities have exercised their authority to require occupational licenses. Most of
the municipalities require a license only after receiving a complaint as was the case with the provider in
guestion. The occupational license, which is also referred to as a business permit is normally renewed
annually.

Staff is aware of no other providers currently holding occupational licenses.
