The staff and Board attorney, Christy Donovan Pemberton, had been contacted by Tallahassee staff
from the House Government Efficiency and Accountability Council. The one identified issue seen as a
burden for parents in the current 12-hour care variance was the notarization of the need for care
statement.

The notarization requirement was added by Board to protect children from unscrupulous parents and
providers who would allow for care to exceed 12 hours without a reason for such extended care. In the
spirit of compromise and in the attempt to not place undue burden on the few parents actually needing
extended hours of care, staff recommends decreasing the rule to a certified statement made under
penalty of perjury rather than a fully notarized statement.

The unintended consequences of the pending SB 1694 have not yet been fully understood or even

recognized. At the request of staff, the Board’s attorney wrote to Senator Jones documenting
consequences that have, to date, been identified. A copy of that correspondence is attached.

Notwithstanding the time restriction in the provisions of Florida Statutes sections 402.302(1) or the provisions of
409.175(2)(e), pursuant to the provisions of Florida Statutes section 402.317, child care may be provided for 24
hours or longer pursuant to this section.

1. Conditions. With the exception of exigent circumstances defined below, a provider may not provide child
care to a child for more than 12 hours without an approved variance. Each request for a variance to
exceed 12 hours of care will be granted or denied, as soon as practicable, within two business days by
License Board staff after the submission of a completed application for a variance. A variance granted
pursuant to this section is specific to the provider solely for the child(ren) listed on the variance and is non-
transferable by either party. If, at any time, the provisions of Florida Statutes section 402.317 shall be
deemed by a court of competent jurisdiction to conflict with the provisions of Florida Statutes section
409.175(2)(e), variances granted pursuant to this section shall be less than 24 hours.

a. The provider must:
(1) Be licensed for a minimum of one year in Pinellas County and be approved for overnight care or
be eligible to be approved for overnight care, if applicable.

(2) Have within the past one year received no noncompliances for over capacity or lack of
supervision, no Class | fines, and/or have not been placed on the Enforcement Plan. Any
occurrence of high risk noncompliance or sanctions during the variance would result in immediate
(within 7 days for parents to make other arrangements) loss of the variance.

(3) Notify the License Board staff of any schedule change(s).
2. Variances

a. More than 12-hour less than 24-hour work variance. The application for a variance to
provide care in excess of 12 hours but less than 24 hours under this section must include a
sworn-writtennotarized-statement certified statement under penalty of perjury from the
requesting parent or legal guardian that the parent or legal guardian works a shift of more than
12 hours but less than 24 hours, listing the number of hours/days per week worked. The
sworn, written, notarized statement must be maintained in the child care provider’s file at the
License Board office.

(1) Multiple employers. If the parent or legal guardian works for multiple employers for a
combined total of more than 12 hours in a day, the application for a variance to provide
care in excess of 12 hours but less than 24 hours under this section must include a swern;
written—notarized-statement certified statement under penalty of perjury from the
requesting parent or legal guardian verifying the employment and listing the number of
hours/days per week worked. The sworn,-written,-notarized-statement certified statement
under penalty of perjury must be maintained in the child care provider’s file at the License
Board office.

(2) Work and school schedule . If the parent or legal guardian works and attends school for
a combined total of more than 12 hours in a day, the application for a variance to provide
care in excess of 12 hours but less than 24 hours under this section must include a swern;

c. Work variance in excess of 24 hours.  With the exception of exigent circumstances defined
below, a provider is eligible for a variance to care for a child(ren) in excess of 24 hours due to
work necessity only pursuant to this section.

(1) The application for a variance to provide care in excess of 24 hours under this section must
include a sworn—written,-notarized-statement certified statement under penalty of perjury
from the requesting parent’s or legal guardian’s employer that the parent or legal guardian
works a shift of 24 hours or more listing the number of days within a 7-day period a 24 hour
shift or longer is worked.

In February 1992, the License Board approved the use of fines as a negative sanction against
owners/operators of Children’s Centers and Family Day Care Homes when noncompliance is observed.
This is part of the Enforcement Plan. Licensees were notified in December 1992, that effective
February 1, 1993, a fine would be imposed on centers and homes when there is a failure to correct
noncompliance or when children are found to be in imminent danger. Family Day Care Providers with
pools were advised of fines for pool violations in July 1992, and pool fines have been levied since
August 1, 1992.

Class | Violations: Are the most serious in nature and could result or do result in death or
serious harm to the health, safety and well-being of a child and include, but are not
limited to, overt abuse and negligence related to the operation and maintenance of a
children’s center/family day care home. Class | violations shall be penalized by a fine
not less than $100 nor more than $500 per day for each violation. A fine shall be
imposed for a Class | violation for every day that the violation occurred whether or not
corrective action is completed by the owner or operator within the time established by
the License Board. The amount of the fine will be based on the nature and severity of
the violation, and repetition of the violation.

Class Il Violations: Are serious in nature but do not pose an immediate threat to the
health, safety and well-being of a child but could reasonably be expected to cause harm
within ninety (90) days (for example, a leaking roof that could collapse) and include
those conditions or occurrences related to the operation and maintenance of a children’s
center/family day care home, other than Class | violations. Class Il violations shall be
penalized by a fine not less than $50 nor more than $100 per day for each violation. The
fine will be levied for every day that the violation occurred, if uncorrected within the time
frame specified by the License Board or for repeated occurrences of this violation. The
amount of the fine will be based on the nature and severity of the violation, repetition of
the violation, and actions of the facility to correct the violation.

Class Il Violations: Are the least serious in nature and pose no threat to the health,
safety, and well-being of a child and include those conditions or occurrences related to
the operation and maintenance of the children’s center/family day care home other
than Class | or Class Il violations. Class Il violations shall be penalized by a fine not
less than $25 nor more than $50 per day for each violation. The fine will be up to $50
per day per violation. The fine will be levied for every day that the violation occurred, if
uncorrected within the time frame specified by the License Board or for repeated
occurrences of this violation. The amount of the fine will be based on the nature of the
violation, repetition of the violation, and actions of the children’s center/family day
care home to correct the violation. A violation is noncompliance with any provision of
Licensing Regulations.

Other: In addition, the License Board shall set and levy a fine or impose any other
penalty authorized by law for each violation which cannot be classified as a Class I, Il or
Il violation up to the maximum authorized by law. No fines shall be imposed for a
violation in this category which the owner or operator corrects within the time established
by the License Board.

M. LARGE FAMILY CHILD CARE HOME DEFINITION

Staff invited 3 providers of large family child care homes and the Advisory Committee member

representing family day care home providers to help develop a large family child care home definition to
clarify the number of employees/staff needed on the premises when the provider leaves the home (e.g.
to transport child in care to school). Three providers attended the March 13, 2007 workgroup meeting.

The draft standard was submitted for legal review. Board Attorney, Christy Donovan Pemberton,
states,

It is my opinion that the proposals for a new definition of large family child care home conflict with
the black letter law of Florida Statutes, section 402.302(8) which defines large family child care
home as “. . . an occupied residence in which child care is regularly provided for children from at
least two unrelated families, which receives a payment, fee, or grant for any of the children, whether
or not operated for profit, and which has at least two fulltime child care personnel on the premises
during the hours of operation.” The PCLB has contracted to meet or exceed the provisions of
Florida Statutes, section 402, and as a result, if the family day care home is operating as a large
family child care home, two staff must be on the premises, unless the Board wishes to adopt a less
stringent requirement for large family child care homes which are not receiving payment, fee or
grant for any of the children, so that only one staff member must be on the premises in certain
circumstances.

N. ARCHIVAL OF INSPECTION REPORTS TO STATE WEBSITE

By contractual agreement with the Department of Children and Family Services (DCF), PCLB is
required to “archive” child care inspection reports onto the state website for public review.

Currently staff is using unreliable, five-year-old, laptop computers and portable printers to document
inspections. As the equipment can no longer be repaired, staff is reverting to using handwritten
inspection forms. The DCF contract manager has been made aware of this situation and is aware that
due to staff time constraints PCLB may not be able to go back and enter inspections done by hand.

New laptop computers and printers have been on order since the first of January 2007.
